Annex D – Eligibility for receipt of funding for places ~ CWDC ruling
Funding from the CWDC for the EYPS programme must be used for candidates who meet the following eligibility rules. Providers should note that candidates currently working in full day care settings and Children's Centres must have priority for funding support. 

If training places remain unfilled by candidates from full day care settings and Children's Centres, providers can select people in sessional early years settings and those working as childminders, particularly leading childminder networks; key people involved in training the early years workforce in PVI settings and Children’s Centres; and those taking the full-time training pathway who are not otherwise employed.

In this context financial support can be made available to:

· people in sessional early years settings and working as childminders, particularly those leading childminder networks. These would be people who, while not having as high a priority for support as those in full day care settings and Children’s Centres, should nonetheless be encouraged to develop their skills and who may move into other roles in the early years workforce in the future. Such candidates would attract fees, mentoring support and supply cover; 

· key people involved in training the early years workforce in PVI settings and Children's Centres. These would be advisory teachers, LA early years development people and FE teachers. These candidates would attract fee support only, their employers would be expected to meet other costs (mentoring, supply cover as required); and

· for the Full Training Pathway candidates seeking to enter the early years workforce and take on a professional leadership role. This would be on the basis that they were not entitled to other forms of CWDC financial support. 

Priority should be given to those in full day care settings and Children’s Centres.

The CWDC, through its web-based candidate information system will monitor approved providers’ selection of candidates. Decision on eligibility for funding will be kept under review. 

Added Note from MMU following communications with CWDC w/c 4.1.07

CWDC WILL ONLY TRAIN PEOPLE WHO QUALIFY FOR CWDC FUNDING, INDIVIDUALS / ORGANISATIONS CANNOT FUND CANDIDATES.
Candidates need to be working in a PVI setting or Children’s Centre to be eligible for funding.
